	Guided Instruction (step-by-step, what you will say and do)
	The teacher will greet the student and show her to a table. 
T: Good morning Aalasia! Today, I have some really awesome stuff to show you. We’re going to be learning about language!!

The teacher will go through the “Beauty and Brilliance of Language” powerpoint slide by slide.

T: Look at all those dots! Each one of those represents a different language. And those are just the languages that we know about! I bet there’s even more beautiful languages there!

Teacher will respond to student questions and ask her to expand on comments she makes.

T: Wow! Let’s learn to say “hello” in some different languages.

The teacher will practice saying hello. Modeling and encouraging the student to practice with her.

The teacher will play the video clip of individuals saying hello in their language.

T: Oh my goodness! Did you hear all those beautiful sounds?

Teacher will continue to go through PowerPoint and engaging in discussion with the student.

T: Wow! We’ve learned so much.

T: Tell me what you’ve learned today about language!!

Allows wait time.

Teacher continues to discuss with the student about what they’ve learned. Teacher will ask questions and ask the student to expand on answers.

T: Aalasia, you’ve done such a wonderful job today. I’m so excited for next week. We are going to learn more about language, specifically a language called African American Language!

Teacher will walk the student to her class.

	The teacher will greet the student and show her to a table.
T: Good morning Aalasia! How are you today?

Allows wait time.

T: Do you remember what we talked about last week?

Allows wait time.

T: That’s right! We learned a lot about language. We talked about multilingualism. Can you remind me what that is?

Allows wait time.

T: Oh my gosh Aalasia, you have such a good memory. 

T: Today we are going to talk about African American language, just like I promised. And we are going to get to do a little bit of translating today!!

The teacher will go through the “African American Language” PowerPoint with the student, pausing when the student has questions or wants to comment.

T: That’s so cool that we can say something in multiple languages. Let’s practice it first in AAL. “We be goin’ to the store”.
Practices sentences with student.

T: Now let’s say it in English. “We always go to the store.”

Practices with student.

T: Now let’s try in Spanish. “Siempre voy a la tienda.”

We just spoke THREE different languages. We translated!

The teacher will play the videos of children’s books in different languages.

T: What languages did you hear?

Allows wait time.

T: Tell me what you’ve learned today! 

Allows wait time.

T: Wow! That’s so cool. Tell me more about AAL.

Allow wait time

T: What does it mean translate?

Allows wait time.

T: Aalasia, I love that you are learning so much about language with me!! Next week I’m going to bring a story that has AAL in it. It is called Willie Jerome. It’s such a good book. I’m excited to read it with you! After that, we’ll get to practice translating some more.

Teacher will walk the student to her class.

	The teacher will greet the student and show her to a table.
T: Good morning Aalasia! I’m so excited for today. I brought that book I told you about, called Willie Jerome.

T: This story has AAL in it. While I’m reading, I want you to listen to words or phrases that sound like AAL. After I read, we’re going to do some translating!

Teacher will read Willie Jerome, pausing when the student has questions or wants to make a comment.

T: Wow! Did you hear the AAL in the story?

Allows wait time

T: Tell me what happened in Willie Jerome. Did you like the book?

Allows wait time

T: Alright it’s time to do some translating!

Teacher hands the student a contrastive analysis chart and keeps one to work along with the student.

T: Do you recognize some of these sentences? They are from Willie Jerome.
Allows wait time.

The teacher will go over the first pre-completed row with the student.

The teacher will then work through the next two structures, asking the student to translate and assisting when needed. 

T: Wow, look at the sentences we translated! That’s so awesome. Will you read with me our sentences?

The student will read the sentences, with teacher assistance if needed.

T: Good job today Aalasia! When you’re reading and talking this week, I want you to think about the beautiful sounds of language that you hear. Maybe, you can even practice translating some more!

Teacher will walk the student to her class.


	Rationale: (how this is lesson critical to building your student(s)’ linguistic knowledge and appreciation?)
	This lesson is critical to building the student’s linguistic knowledge and appreciation because it communicates that all languages are valid. It teaches the student to appreciate the variety of language and the benefits of multilingualism. It presents multilingualism as asset and benefit rather than a deficit.

	This lesson is critical to building the student’s linguistic knowledge and appreciation because it teaches the student about the cultural richness of her language. It emphasizes the fact that her language is not only valid, but structured and rule-governed. It also introduces the student to a world of multilingualism where the focus is translation and code-switching, rather than correction.
	This lesson is critical to building the student’s linguistic knowledge and appreciation because it shows her language represented in literature. AAL is also represented in a positive light, as opposed to the language of the less intelligent, as often seen in literature. Language also is not the focus of the story, but instead a natural and beautifully normalized aspect to the narrative. This lesson is also important because it teaches and gives the student practice in translating and code-switching. This lesson begins providing the student with the tools that they will need in furthering their appreciation of multiple languages and learning to code-switch rather than be corrected.

	Assessment (How will you find out if the students meet your Goals?)
	Throughout the PowerPoint, I will discuss the information with the student. I will ask her to share her experiences with language. I will encourage her to give examples and “tell me more”. After the PowerPoint, I will ask the student what she learned about multilingualism. I will ask her to explain language, linguicism, and translation. 

	Throughout the PowerPoint, I will discuss the information with the student. I will ask her questions about the origins of AAL and where the language finds its roots. I will discuss with the student how AAL, SE, and Spanish are similar and how they are different. I will ask the student to explain translation.
	After the read aloud, I will discuss key points from the text with the student to assess her understanding. I will assess her phonics use by listening to her read the sentences as we translate. I will prompt her with questions to assess her comprehension. With teacher assistance, the student will fill out a Contrastive Analysis chart, translating between AAL, SE, and Spanish.
