	Topic of Lesson and Curricular Structure (Contrastive Analysis: Read Aloud)
	In this lesson, we will learn about the beauty of all languages celebrated throughout the world. We will define the terms bilingual and multilingual. As a class we will read, Flossie and the Fox, and recognize how the languages switch throughout the book depending on who is speaking. This will begin our contrastive analysis for the next class period.  

	In this lesson, we will begin talking about the history of West Africa and how it relates to African American language. We will go over five of the rules African American language abides by. As a class, we will read an African American folktale and discuss what rules are shown in the tale. By the end, we will begin completing a chart in AAL, SE, and Spanish. 
	In this lesson, we will start off by reading The Very Hungry Caterpillar in Spanish. This will be provided by a read aloud of YouTube. Afterwards, students will be given a chart to translate the three languages.

 Follow along with to book in a different language and predict what is going on by thinking of the book in the English translation and by studying the pictures. The students will be able to translate the three languages, especially AAL and SE.

	Guided Instruction (step-by-step, what you will say and do)
	T: Buenos dias, class! Today we are going to be talking about the many different languages there are throughout the world.
T: Displays PowerPoint

T: Reads aloud every slide in the PowerPoint

T: When time to play the song, I will encourage the students to stand and sing along. (This way they are not sitting for so long).

T: (after the PowerPoint concludes) Now that we know there are over 6,000 languages throughout the world, I am going to read you a book that has two different languages in it. One is Standardized English and the other is African American Language. Please listen and raise your hand if you think your hear when the language switches. 

T: (allows students to raise hands when Flossie talks) 
T: Congratulates the students for finding the language!

T: Conclusion: Thank you all for paying attention and learning about languages. Let’s review... Who can tell me what it means to be bilingual? Multilingual?

T: Great job! You all are learning so much!

T: Transition: Please get out your notebooks for writing centers!


	T: Begins by reading from the PowerPoint already prepared prior to class. 
T: Teacher reads each slide about AAL.

T: Do any of you speak AAL or have ever heard anyone speak AAL?

T: Teacher addresses all the rules

T: Teacher reads the folktales and allows the students to come up to the board and circle the AAL rule in the folktale.

T: Teacher begins to introduce Spanish into the contrastive analysis chart across three languages: AAL, SE, and Spanish. 

T: Teacher calls on students to fill in the blank sections of the chart.

T: Conclusion: Wow! You all are learning three languages! You are becoming multilingual. Does anyone remember what good things about being multilingual are? (Wait time) Great job!

T: Transition: I want you all to get out your notebooks for writing centers!
	T: Goodmorning class! Today we are going to be reading a book we all know... The Very Hungry Caterpillar... but in Spanish!
T: Play YouTube read aloud.

T: What do you think happened in the story? (Allow wait time)

T: Teacher tells students that it was the same story that we all know, just in a different language! 

T: I want you all to return to your desks while I pass out a chart.

T: In this chart, you will notice that it has some blanks. I want you to do your best to translate between the languages. 
T: Then, I want you to write what rule it follows in AAL.

T: (Allows students time to work on chart).

T: Teacher will go over the chart and hear the students’ answers. 

T: Teacher will explain which rule it follows and congratulate the students when they get the rules and translations correct.

T: Wow! You are bilingual! Amazing job!

T: Conclusion: You all did so amazing during these past lessons. I can tell you have learned so much. 

T: Teacher reviews the past three days and goes over all the important things we learned!

T: You may all get out your writing notebooks and go to your centers!



	Rationale: (how this is lesson critical to building your student(s)’ linguistic knowledge and appreciation?)
	In this lesson we really learn that the “world is bilingual” (Sizer, 2016). The students are able to have an appreciation for all languages and realize that people who speak differently than them are not wrong. Wheeler and Swords say, "When teachers talk about language as "correct" and "incorrect", they implicitly assume that the only real and grammatical language is Standard English" (Ch.2, p. 32)


	In this lesson, the students will learn how AAL is a language. “It is a rule-governed language” that has structure (Boutte, 2016). We will begin to compare the languages through contrastive analysis. “Contrastive analysis is a method of studying language that involves drawing student's attention to similarities and differences between Ebonics and Standard English” (Rickford, 2003). 

	This lesson will have the students opening their ears to a language that sounds much different than what most of them probably know. By reading a book they already know in different language, they can compare the sounds of the new language and make inferences of what the story is saying. This will make them culturally aware on how to listen to others by using other resources than familiar words. 

	Assessment (How will you find out if the students meet your Goals?)
	I will access them by noticing how they answer questions and their input in discussions. 

	I will access them by how they answer the questions, what they put on the SmartBoard during the interactive activity, and their input.
