	Guided Instruction (step-by-step, what you will say and do)
	1.T: “Hey, ciao, hola JaQwan! How is your day going? Are you ready for our language lesson?”
2. “Let’s go to the literacy room. Today I have a selection of books I want us to look through. In these books, we are going to find something cool about language! What is something you know about language? Do you know a different language?
3. Let the child respond.
4. Together, browse through 
Petite Rouge: A Cajun Red Riding Hood and A Movie in My Pillow. T: “Wow, I am noticing a lot of different languages in the books! How beautiful would it be to speak another language?”
5. Facilitate a conversation about the beauty of language. Be sure to include comments like: “That is a cool word! Let’s pronounce it best we can…” and “Wow I did not know (word) means (word) in Spanish! Now we can say (word) in two languages. That means we are bilingual. If we can speak more than two languages we are multilingual.”
6. Next, introduce the map on north and central America. “Now that we know new languages, we should see where they come from. I’ve highlighted two sections on this map. One is the country San Salvador, and the other is Louisiana, a state right here in America! Which language do you think originates closest to us… here in South Carolina?” highlight or color in the region of South Carolina, this will be important later when introducing AAL.
7. Allow the child to match languages and countries. Then assess that whether they matched the right country and language based on its location to South Carolina.

8. Introduce the book A Million Fish…more or less. Explain to the child T: “There is a language in this book that many people in South Carolina use. Did you know there is a particular language that originated from right here in our state? It’s called AAL, African America Language, or Ebonics.”

9. Look through the book together but DO NOT read. Make note if the child facilitates any language use on their own.

10. Let the child know that you will be exploring more about AAL together next week, learning about who uses it and how.
11. Take the student back to class.
	1.T: “Hey JaQwan! How has your week been? Ready for some language?! I know I am”
2. take the child to the literacy room. 

3. As you introduce and flip through A Million Fish…more or less, have the child notice the distinct patterns in the appearance of the characters. Facilitate a discuss that has the child identify the characters are African American, just like him.

4. “Do you know where African Americans first came from?” Let the child answer (wait time) and they do not know the answer. Show the world map page of the PPT. 

5. Use the maps to explain continents and the movement of captive African American from Africa to the Americas.

6. Bring the focus to the east coast. Explain that many of the slaves refused to give up parts of their native language.

7. Use this as an introduction for “Standard English.” Be sure to explain when and where we see Standard English.

8. Bring the child back to the map. Have them locate our state in America.
9. Compare maps 2 and 3. T: “What do you notice about the maps? South Carolina is one of the major areas where African Americans were brought.” 

10. T: “How cool is it that a unique language exists in our area! It came from a long line of African Americans who have lived in low country for 300+ years.”

11. T: “Let’s look at how many African Americans structure much of their language.”

12. Look at the chart…compare and contrast sentences that are found in the book A Million Fish…more or less. As the child to be the one to identify structural differences they find in the sentences selected. Address that the chart shows translation between AAL and SE. “Linguicism is when people do not accept any other language use besides their own. T: “What do we see is wrong with linguicism?”

- it is wrong to not like others simply because of how they use language.
13. Close the PowerPoint before learning the two new rules. Bring out Petite Rouge: A Cajun Red Riding Hood and A Movie in My Pillow.

14. Together, go through the books and fill out the printed chart using AAL, SE, and Cajun dialect identifying:

a. Yes/Yes/Mais Oui
b. The/Da/De
c. Going to/gonna/ gone make

d. Jumping/Jompin’/Jumpin’

e. Grandmother/Grandma/
Grandmère
15. After you assist the child in filling out the chart say the words out loud together. Make sure you use correct pronunciation of each language, and encourage your child to do the same!

16. Close your discussion by emphasizing the beauty in multilingualism, and take the child back to class.

	1.“Hey bud! Hve you been listening around for AAL? I have been and I found a few cool patterns in AAL structure.”
2. Listen to the child talk about any AAL he thinks he has found.
3. Pull the PowerPoint back up and go through the last few slides.

Address two common rules of AAL:

/Th/ & /T/ deletion in AAL
Final position of /th/ is pronounced with the /f/ sound

· th = f Ruf / Ruth Teef / Teeth Mouf / Mouth 

· th = t sout' / south

T: So many AAL speakers replace the “TH” sound at the end of a word with “F”…Cool!

-give example sentence and ask the child to think of one for themselves and to write it down.

The /r/ sound in words is often not produced or it is replaced with the /uh/ sound.

· /r/= missing

· /r/= /uh/

New example from class: 

Your = yo

Sister = sista

T: “I’ve heard many people not use the “R” at the end of a word…Let’s see some examples!”

-check out the examples together and have the child produce a sentence of their own using the rule.

14. After going over the PowerPoint together, ask the child if the think they know any AAL users or if they think they are one.

15. Finally, read A Million Fish…more or less by Patricia C. McKissack all the way through. Use your sticky notes to point out AAL structures you taught the student on the chart slide of the PowerPoint.
16. Close your activity with an emphasis in the beauty of language, particularly AAL.

	Rationale: (How is this lesson critical to building your student(s)’ linguistic knowledge and appreciation?)
	In this lesson, the student will gain the ability to understand the multitude of languages and how they exist across the world. The key is to build appreciation for how languages came to be, and understand how they are unique and structured according to the peoples speaking the language.

	In this lesson, the student will begin a rationale for how language is used. AAL will be the primary focus, expanding the knowledge of language appreciation versus linguicism. They will learn how AAL is significant to the Low Country of South Carolina, a region they are debatably miles from.
	In this lesson, the reading will give a examples as to how AAL is a structured. It is important to be able to identify AAL rather than “broken English.” After the reading, the child himself will be able to identify and distinguish between AAL and SE.

	Assessment (How will you find out if the students meet your Goals?)
	The student has met the goal if they are scaffolded into locating San Salvador, South Carolina, and Louisiana. They will be able to vocally summarize how language is used in each location, and why it is unique.
	The student has met the goal if they are able to identify the three different uses of language and fill out the chart. They will be able to give examples of AAL.

	The student has met the goal if they are able to produce example sentences using the two rules taught at the end of the PowerPoint.
